Traditions. A noble concept. A concept worthy of an association of persons of
gentility,

In evervday life traditions can become obscure as customs change, thereby giving
rise to the necessity of formalizing rules. Hence the tradition at Round Hill of “House
Rules.”

(ver the years, managers and boards have deemed it advisable and in many
instances necessary to formulate rules for governance of the Club and ultimately for
enjoyment of the membership at large. Some rules are necessary. There is no smoking in
the clubhouse. For most members with the passage of time this rule is simply assumed.
For those members upon whom the no smoking rule has a daily impact it is a personal
sacrifice. All members convey a word of thanks and gratitude for your respect of Club
Rules and state law as you inconvenience yourself to go outside to smoke.

This message attempts to focus on our House Rules generally and specific areas
of concern as we associate together at Round Hill.

Generally, House Rules have been adopted on the presumption that there are
specific areas of conduct to which all members and guests must adhere for the common
benefit of our Club and our membership. A member entenng the clubbouse expects an
ambiance presented by our staff and a standard of decorum from other members and
guests, To assure these reasonable expectations, let us consider some specific issues.

The first involves cell phones. Most of us enjoy the convenience of cell phones
in our business and personal lives. Most of us with teenagers, particularly multiple
weenagers, have come 1o experience the frivolous and intrusive nature of the beast. Use
and abuse at Round Hill resulted in a rule against cell phones outside of the locker rooms
and phene booths, The reason for the rule is quite simple. The Club is a place of social
interaction for members and guests. A significant majority of members have expressed a
preference that their social activities at the Club not be interrupted, not be intruded upon
by the incessant call of cell phones or the conversational level that accompanies their use.
All members are expected to respect this rule and to assure that guests are made aware
that there is no cell phone usage outside of the locker rooms and phone booths.

Another topie of inereasing discussion is the custom and tradition of attire at
Round Hill. The Club recognizes both the Bay Area’s contemporary relaxation of
formality and the East Bay's long standing casual approach to life. To that end, there are
no requirements for gentlemen to wear coat and tie, only an encouragement 10 do so at
special events such as Mothers Day, New Years Eve, and the like.
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
